Summary: The seminar aims to examine several ideas of modern and contemporary
philosophy that have influenced archaeological thought, since they refer to the relation
of people to material culture. Students select representatives of philosophy or the wider
defined social theory (e.g. Marx, Godelier, Graeber, Giddens, Bourdieu, Foucault, De
Landa etc.), they discuss their ideas themselves and they find suitable archaeological
examples in order to understand the prehistoric Aegean through them. Every week, one
student is placed in charge of the group and chairs the discussion. The main concepts
discussed include the commodity, the notion of the discourse, human perception,
practice, structuration and assemblage theory. Assessment is based on short written
essays and on a main oral presentation and written essay.

Summary: This seminar course aims to familiarize participants with elementary
knowledge of Aegean epigraphy: the history and development of the writing systems
of the 2" millennium BCE in the region, palacography, analysis and interpretation of
texts from the Aegean Bronze Age, as well as reconstructing administrative practices
that such documents served. Beyond a broad survey of Cretan scripts, main emphasis
will be placed on the documents of the so-called Linear B script, used between the 14™
and 12" centuries BCE to render a Greek dialect (or sociolect), covering the book-
keeping needs of the palatial bureaucracies of the central and southern Greek Mainland,
as well as Crete. The presentation of the basic methodological principles and
interpretation strategies will focus on special topics dealt with in the texts, as well as
specific documents. Participants will be trained in the basic working modes of
Mycenaean epigraphy and in the ways in which the textual evidence can be integrated
in archaeological discussion.

Summary: This seminar focuses on the complex processes of cultural interaction
between the Near East, Cyprus, and the Aegean during the Bronze Age and the Early
Iron Age (ca. 3000-600 BC). Through diplomatic and commercial contacts, population
movements, and military conflicts, these regions developed close ties and similar
cultural identities. The seminar will examine archaeological evidence (such as pottery,
architecture, metallurgy, and burial customs) alongside written sources. Special
emphasis will be placed on transitional periods, particularly at the end of the 3rd and
2nd millennia BCE.

Summary: The course deals with the archaeological record from the cemeteries of the
Early and Middle Bronze Age Aegean: tomb architecture, spatial organization of
cemeteries, mortuary practices, burial offerings, funerary rituals and ritual equipment. We
critically examine theoretical schemes and methods of approach that have been
implemented for the interpretation of the relevant evidence. We also discuss the potential
and limitations in the use of mortuary data to reconstruct mortuary beliefs, demography
and social organization of the Aegean communities in the 3rd and early 2nd millenium
B.C.

Summary: The seminar aims to examine the cultural changes that occurred in the
southern part of mainland Greece (with part of the Cyclades) during the first centuries
of Roman rule. We will focus on sculpture, where traditional and innovative elements
are more evident, without excluding other art forms. New sponsors, such as the wealthy
Italian traders (settled in the Hellenistic East or not), Roman officials, intellectuals such
as Cicero, and, finally, the Roman emperors, influenced the artistic production of the
so-called neo-attic workshops and the overall image of the cities. The interaction
between the Hellenistic world and the late republican Rome gradually led to the
emergence of a new Greco-Roman Oikumene. However, how much Greek or Roman

Special emphasis is placed on the technology
of painting, the composition and application of ancient materials (pigments and binding
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media) and techniques, studied through innovative scientific methods of identification,
as well as in the interaction between technique, style and aesthetic perception.
Painting is examined as visual representation, a form of artistic expression and
creativity, as well as a aspect of material culture, produced in (and reflective of) social
and cultural values of a specific setting. The course aims to offer a comprehensive in-
depth understanding of the various facets of ancient painting in different chronological
and geographic contexts, combining information from archaeology and art history with
the new potential offered using cutting-edge technologies and Al tools. Through such
means, one may attempt the reconstruction of images and approach their proper
iconographic and visual perception.

Students who have validated 120 ECTS credits according
to the existing regulations will receive a double or a multiple degree and a diploma
supplement.
