Summary: The aim of the seminar is to restudy some of the ideas and interpretations for
the Minoan civilization given by Sir Arthur Evans, in the light of modern archaeological
discoveries and theories. Among others, the question of dating the various periods of the
Cretan Proto-history, the problem of the Mycenaean presence in Crete, the matter of the
so-called “pax minoica” and that of the Minoan dominance on the Aegean and the East
Mediterranean —which scholars have called as “Minoan thalassocracy”- will be
discussed.

Summary: This seminar aims to familiarize participants with the study of Mycenaean
palatial economies and their political systems. Our main primary source are the
documents in the so-called Linear B script, used between the 14th and 12th centuries
BC to render a Greek dialect, covering the book-keeping needs of palatial bureaucracies
in the central and southern Greek Mainland, as well as Crete. The presentation of basic
principles in methodology and interpretation will focus on specific topics dealt with in
the texts, as well as specific documents or sets of documents. Participants will be trained
in the basic modus operandi of Mycenaean epigraphy and in the ways in which textual
evidence can be integrated in archaeological discussions. The synthesis of
archaeological and iconographic evidence in textual interpretation will be particularly
encouraged, aiming at highlighting the various perspectives, interests and priorities of
palatial elites, as reflected in the various categories of the extant evidence.

Summary: This seminar will examine sacred spaces and cult practices in the Eastern
Mediterranean during the Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age. Particular attention will
be paid to the archaeological evidence for the construction, use, and function of
sanctuaries and cultic areas, as well as to their relationship with social organization,
political authority, and economic structures. Emphasis will be placed on Anatolia, the
Levant, Mesopotamia, Egypt, and Cyprus, with the aim of developing a comparative
understanding of religious expression and ritual practice in the Eastern Mediterranean

during the 3rd and early 1st millennia BC.

Summary: The course deals with the archaeological evidence about technological
development and innovation in the Early Bronze Age Aegean, including pottery
technology, metallurgy, chipped stone industry, and stone curving and glyptic. The
issues addressed include the distribution of raw material sources, the technical
procedures for the transformation of raw materials into finished objects, the types of
products, their contexts and distribution. Existing theoretical approaches are discussed,
and special emphasis is given on the bidirectional relationships between technology and
its social, economic, political and cultural context. Additional issues discussed include
technical specialization, the non-material aspect of technology, and the cultural
parameters which affect the appearance and adoption of technological innovations.

Subject: Greek mystery cult architecture (mysteries of Demeter and Persephone, the
Orphic and the Dionysian Mysteries, along with the cult of Asclepios) was less about
monumental display and more about creating sacred space for transformative
experience. It was designed to support secret rites, initiate personal revelation, and mark
the boundary between the mundane and the initiate. The architecture of the mysteries
can be identified with spatial progression mimicked the initiate’s spiritual journey,
darkness, enclosures and balustrades, hidden chambers all reinforced the sense of
sacred secrecy. The architecture supported secrecy and exclusivity, ritual drama and
transformation and symbolic spatial progression (e.g., from darkness to light, ignorance
to knowledge). The same type of architecture involved large, square halls with a forest
of interior columns, benches against the walls that accommodated large groups of
initiates, ritual theaters hidden from outside the enclosures, grottos or caves and a
general introvercy.

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Summary: The seminar explores the archaeology of Crete from the 3rd c. BC to the
Late Roman period, with particular emphasis on the transformations brought about by
the island’s integration into the broader political, economic, and cultural networks of
the eastern Mediterranean. Through the combined analysis of archaeological,
epigraphic, and material evidence, the course investigates issues relating to urban
organization, settlement patterns, sanctuaries and cult practices, funerary landscapes,
production and exchange systems, as well as processes of cultural interaction and
transformation during the Hellenistic and Roman periods. Emphasis is placed on the
comparative study of different regions of the island and on situating local phenomena
within wider inter-regional dynamics. The seminar might be complemented by an
educational field trip to Crete, aiming to familiarize students with major archaeological
sites and to encourage discussion of methodological issues related to archaeological
fieldwork.

Summary: The seminar examines the art and craft of ancient painting in the Aegean
through an interdisciplinary lens, from its first flourishing in palatial contexts during
the 2nd millennium BCE (Middle and, especially, Late Bronze Age) until its uses in
Late Classical and Hellenistic Macedonia. Special emphasis is placed on the technology
of painting, the composition and application of ancient materials (pigments and binding
media) and techniques, studied through innovative scientific methods of identification,
as well as in the interaction between technique, style and aesthetic perception.

Painting is examined as visual representation, a form of artistic expression and
creativity, as well as a aspect of material culture, produced in (and reflective of) social
and cultural values of a specific setting. The course aims to offer a comprehensive in-
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depth understanding of the various facets of ancient painting in different chronological
and geographic contexts, combining information from archaeology and art history with
the new potential offered using cutting-edge technologies and Al tools. Through such
means, one may attempt the reconstruction of images and approach their proper
iconographic and visual perception.

It examines the methods of enslavement and acquisition,
the issue of dependent populations, the ‘legal’ status of slaves, their living conditions,
their different categories, the establishment of relations with free people — citizens and
non-citizens, any commitments of their masters and cities, their employment in the
army, their role in economic growth, their revolutions, the ways and reasons for
liberation, the way they appear in comedy. Finally, it examines the slave systems in the
East (Assyrian kingdom, Persian empire, etc., Old Testament, Egypt).

Summary: The seminar explores multiple dimensions of local community life in the
Greco-Roman East (with particular focus on Macedonia, Thrace, and Asia Minor).

Summary: The seminar focuses on various aspects of the civic life in the Greek cities
under Roman rule. Based on the study of primary historical sources (mainly epigraphic,
but literary and legal as well), students will be called to examine a variety of issues,
such as the phenomenon of euergetism and the award of honours, the role of civic
institutions, the latter’s interaction with the provincial administration and the Roman
emperor, the award of Roman citizenship etc. The precise themes of each session will
be co-defined by the participant’s interests.
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
